The birth has taken on additional meaning for Simpatico this year with 
Steve and Rebecca welcoming into the world their first child, a son, 
Lachlan Stephen, and Simpatico Chief Winemaker Hamish Seabrook 
and wife Jo recently becoming proud parents to a baby boy, 
Jack Thomas. 

Right off the Stonewell Block

Friends of Simpatico will know that we source much of our fruit from our 
esteemed Stonewell Road Vineyard in Marananga – this fruit of course 
being the source of our multi award winning Simpatico Iconic Shiraz.  
So far this season, inspections of our Stonewell Road Vineyard are excellent, 
and we have our fingers crossed the very positive findings may be an omen 
for the Summer months to come.  
The Stonewell Road blocks have been found to be:

• Pest and disease free  
• Free of mildew
• Growing well with leafy vine canopies

This is a great start to this stage of the season.  For those interested in the 
winemaking process, ensuring Simpatico achieves these milestones is crucial.  
As we move through fruit set (when the seed and grape start to form), we will 
work diligently to continue to maintain this vineyard health; a successful fruit 
set will determine potential yield in terms of both quality and quantity.
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Wine grapes are the world’s largest fruit crop 
based upon the number of acres planted.
